BSN Admission Requirements
Admission to the nursing major (NURS 255 and higher numbers) requires
that you have demonstrated scholarly ability to pursue a professional
career in nursing. An Application for Admission to the Nursing Major must
be submitted by September 15 for Spring admission and by February 1 for
Fall admission, along with the $25 application fee. Prior to applying to the
nursing major, you must meet the following criteria:
A. Completed Minot State University admission requirements. This needs
to be done before making application to the nursing major.
B. Completed all science courses within 10 years prior to admission to
the nursing major.
C. Achieved a GPA of 2.8 in required support courses.
. Achieved minimum grade of “C” in each required support course.
E. Completed or enrolled in minimum of 47 SH plus UNIV/FYE if
required.
F. Completed minimum of eight required support courses of which two
are sciences (BIOL 202, 220, 221; CHEM 118).
G. Completed or enrolled in all required support courses (40 SH) for
the nursing major:
