She went
from having one correct answer to four correct answers. This student, Hailey, seems to work
hard on all her work in class and makes sure to get help if she doesn’t understand any concept.
The other students also work pretty hard to do well in class. One surprising growth | had was a -
2 growth. The student, Sean, had gotten the highest score on the pre-assessment, 4 out of 5,
and in the post-assessment he dropped to a 2 out of 5. | suspect this might have been because
he didn’t have time to process all the new information and it confused him. | know he works
pretty hard in class and is good at asking for help if he needs help understanding concepts or
information. One thing | would do to improve his scores would be to make sure that he can
hear me at the front of the room and to allow him time to process the information. His possible
confusion might have also been due to the test settings being set to shuffle the questions and
answers which could have thrown off all of the students as well as Sean. This was a bad testing
practice on my part. In the future | would change it to not shuffle the questions or answers so
that way it would be the exact same format. | think that this would improve every student’s test
scores. There was only one student who managed to score 100% on the quiz and that was John
He upped his score by 2 points from the pre-assessment. | think this might have happened for
him rather than the other students was because he was allowed a few more minuets to process

This page reflects her assessment of how the lesson plan that she prepared in advance was.  This addresses line 7 of the rubric.  


�This part continues the reflection on how the plan was.  The last part of this paragraph names specific strategies that she would use to improve her lesson plan in the future and earned a 3 on the rubric because of those specific strategies that she listed.  At the bottom she begins her reflection on how she as a teacher performed in her reactions to students and classroom management.  


�Notice at the end of this section she again lists some specific strategies for improving her teaching and this earned her a 3 on line 7 of the rubric, Reflection on Instruction.  


�In this section the teacher reviews the objectives, the methods of assessing the students, and the results of the assessment.  This addresses line 4 of the rubric, Analysis of Error Patterns, and line 7 of the rubric, Reflection on Instruction.  


�In this section the teacher talks about why she thinks the particular students struggled with various question and why they did or did not make the progress that she expected.  Notice at the end she provides some strategies she would use for future teaching to improve the performance of the students.  This page particularly addresses line 8 of the rubric, Reflection on Future Instruction.    


�This is the lesson plan that she taught.  It addresses lines 1, 2, and 3 of the rubric.  


�This teacher has included the presentation she used, and this is helpful for the person reading the ESL to visualize what happened during the lesson.  


�This is a worksheet that the students did to practice the information.  


�The pre- and post-assessment were completed with Nearpod.  This is a copy of what the student did.  


�This shows the pre- and post-assessment scores.  This chart displays the data and addresses line 6, Accurate Representation of Results.  This earned a 3 because the information is clearly presented.  


�This chart shows which questions students did better or worse on and addresses Line 4, Levels of Performance.  


�Here she accidentally only included 2 samples instead of three samples.  As she mentioned in her reflection, Sean was interesting because his score dropped and Hailey was interesting because her score rose.
